TERMS & CONDITIONS

TOUR CONDITIONS: Please note that this is NOT a tourist-type if visit. Our pace is sometimes
vigorous and our schedule is focused and specific. You are asked to think in terms of what is best for the
most rather than as one individual. If these enclosed details work for you, then feel free to pay the balance
for the trip anytime within the next month. If for any reason these details are not comfortable to you, then
now is the time to reconsider joining us.

TOUR FEE: The tour fee is subject to increase for registrations that arrive late. If you have received this
confirmation letter, it probably means that you have submitted your deposit or that you have guaranteed
its arrival.

CANCELLATIONS/REFUNDS: Your Deposit (and all payments) is not refundable at any time or for
any reason, as they are paid to airlines, hotels, and tour guides. This is why we urge you to submit your
deposit and fee balance ONLY after you have read these terms. Payment is your agreement to these
terms.

FEE COVERS: Airfare roundtrip via main U.S. port, all travel (i.e. car, van, train and boat) within the
country we visit, lodging, hotel tax, site seeing, guided tours, several meals, all teachings with Michael
Mirdad, and entrance to Sacred Sites.

NOT INCLUDED: Airfare from your hometown to main U.S. port, Passport and/or Visa fee (if
applicable), Airport taxes, currency exchange fees, phone, laundry, gratuities, personal expenses, meals
(other than those included in Bed and Breakfasts). ALSO, your tour fee does NOT include travelers
insurance, which is your option to purchase. Check with your travel agent or homeowners insurance
company.

ACCOMMODATIONS: Lodging is based on a minimum of double occupancy. This also includes
sleepers on trains and lodging and breakfast at hotels. Single rooms are extra and advance notice is
needed.

BAGGAGE GUIDELINES: NOTHING is being checked. Limit to ONE overhead-sized carry-on
suitcase, ONE backpack or duffel bag and a purse. Size must conform to Airline carry-on regulations.

DOCUMENTS: A valid Passport is required. It must be valid for 6 months beyond your arrival. If you
do not have one, please contact us immediately. A Visa is not always required but you should confirm this
with the us and your travel Agent.

CLOTHES: Please dress for comfort and mobility. Expect variety! We recommend that you bring long
underwear and a light coat (which you can keep around your waist to avoid it taking up luggage space).
We will probably get laundry done at least once. Also, please practice good hygiene including deodorant.

HEALTH: We advise that you prepare for the trip by doing light, yet consistent exercise. You should
also consult your physician regarding any special precautions that you need to take as these tours can
